The Pirate Castle is a boating and outdoor activities charity based in a unique, fully-accessible community centre on the Regent's Canal in the heart of Camden Town, London.

To complement our ambition for an inclusive, active community we have introduced the Rosedale Scheme to assist registered charities, community organisations and voluntary groups whose stated aims and objectives are to enhance people's social/physical wellbeing and/or to provide educational/training opportunities to help improve their longer-term prospects, but who lack funds to engage in activities that support these aims. 
The Rosedale Scheme provides interactive canal boat cruises on London’s waterways for vulnerable groups and/or people facing socio-economic disadvantage, with a particular focus on young people, families and Special Educational Needs/Disability groups of all ages. Groups can either relax and watch the world go by at the leisurely pace of the canal or get involved with steering the boat, helping to work locks and assisting our qualified crew, all under the sensitive, knowledgeable supervision of our team. We have two boats available, each accommodating up to 12 passengers. Our fully-accessible boat, Pirate Prince, has room for up to 6 wheelchair users and is perfect for people with mobility/sensory restrictions.
